3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th  Grade Blind Draft

Pre-Planning

1. Divide Registration forms between Girl and Boy groups.

2. Select required number of coaches.

3. Write last year’s evaluation on the back of each registration form.

4. Sort both groups of registration forms by evaluation number.

5. Review and adjust evaluation numbers to correctly order the grade’s talent (Should be done by 2 independent small groups assembled by the League Director, one group for each grade level).

6. Sort both groups of Registration forms by height.

7. Identify ‘T’ players registration forms by placing a paper clip and writing a ‘T’ on the form.

8. Identify coach’s children registration forms by placing a paper clip and writing a ‘C’ on the form.

9. Identify sibling’s registration forms by placing a paper clip and a ‘S’ on the form.

10. Divide all registration forms into draft rounds (number of registration forms in each round should equal the total number of teams).

Materials Required

1. Enough numbered cards for total number of teams in Division.

2. Team ‘Roster-Uniform’ size sheets; 3 per team.

Draft Night

1. Draw a matrix of team columns and draft round rows to accommodate the entire draft plus extra columns for direction arrows.

2. Setup Draft tables and chairs to provide a position for each coach.

3. Conduct introductory meeting.

-Introduce League Director

-Introduce Board Members attending draft

-Introduce all Coaches

-Discuss League objectives

-Discuss the importance of good sportsmanship

-Overview Draft procedure

4. Each coach selects a number card to determine their draft position.

5. Each coach will move to the appropriate chair at the draft table based on the number drawn.

6. Draft instructions

a) All coaches are to keep registration forms in drafted order.

b) Full rounds of registration forms will be created by the League Director from the same grade.  Remaining players from both grades will be combined to form the final round.

c) The final round will be sorted in the following order:

-Lowest to higher grade.

-Lowest to highest evaluation within same grade.

d) It is possible for a single team to obtain current and future draft selections during the same round (siblings).  The highest rated player is considered the player selected during the current round and lower rated players become the teams future selections in the rounds where the players belong.

e) Blind player swapping will be done by the board representative to insure that all teams are awarded at least one ‘T’ player.

f) In case of questions or disputes, the board representative reserves the right to adjust the draft procedures to ensure a fair draft.

7. First Round

Note: This combination round will be the top round for both grade levels.

-The order of all players to be selected within each grade level round will be noted on the registration forms.  (For example, the registration form of the top player in each grade level will be noted with a ‘1’ and the second player with a ‘2’).


-Select coach’s children registration forms from the first round draft group (upper 

grade and note the recorded draft order number

-Select coach’s children registration forms from the second round draft group 

(lower grade) and note the recorded draft order number

-In the interest of League parity, an open round selection for a team with a coach’s child will be filled by the player in the other grade level in reverse order of the recorded draft order.  (For example, a team with the top player in one grade level will be automatically awarded the lowest ranking player in the first round of the other grade level.)..


-Remaining registration forms from the first round draft group are distributed in 


 order of draft numbers( team numbers).


-Remaining registration forms from the second round draft group are distributed 

to the next team with the lowest accumulated evaluations.  In case of tie, the first 

team found in the direction of the arrow is awarded the next player.


-Sibling registration forms are identified and future round draft selections are 


 noted.


-Note ‘T’ players when selected in the appropriate box on the board.


-Write the evaluation number for each player in the appropriate box on the board.


-Write the sum of each team’s evaluation numbers within the 2nd round box on the 

 board.

8. Third Round (and remaining full grade rounds)


-Select coach’s children registration form from the round draft group.


-Select sibling registration forms from the round and distribute.


-Review team selections to ensure all teams have a ‘T’ player. Teams without a 

‘T’ player will automatically be awarded ‘T’ players from the current round.  If 

no ‘T’ players are available in this or future rounds, the board representative will 

use fair judgment to swap players between teams in an attempt to provide all 

teams with at least one ‘T’ player.

-Remaining registration forms from the draft round group are distributed 

to the next team with the lowest accumulated evaluations.  In ase of tie, the first 

team found in the direction of the arrow is awarded the next player.

Note: It is possible for a single team to obtain current and future draft selections 

during the same round.  The tallest player is considered the player selected during 

the current round the smaller players are considered the teams selection in future 

rounds.

-Write the evaluation number for each player in the appropriate box on the board.

-Add the new evaluation value to the running total for the team.

-Note ‘T’ players when selected in the appropriate box on the board.

9. Final Round (combination of remaining players from both grade levels)

-Select coach’s children registration forms from the round draft group.

-Select sibling registration forms from the round.

-Remaining registration forms from the round draft group are distributed to the next team with the highest accumulated evaluation total.  In case of tie, the first team found in the direction of the arrow is awarded the next player.

10. Each coach should fill out 3 Roster-Uniform size sheets

-One for uniform supplier

-One for Division Director.

-One for Coach.

11. Team names are selected from the approved list of names in order of team numbers (same as draft order).

12. Team practice times are selected by the League Director.

13. Each coach is provided instructions regarding selection of an assistant coach and are asked to call all team members within 3 days of draft.

14. Roster-Uniform size sheets are collected from all teams.

15. League Director is responsible to provide the Roster-Uniform size sheets to the board’s representative so that they may be delivered to the Uniform supplier.
