a. Major Field - Hitting Competition - 2 players from each team, get 10 total pitches total (thrown by your own coach), must hit the first three into left field, second three into CF, and third 3 into RF. Last pitch is call your shot
b. Minor Field - Around the Horn - All players start on their targets, Clock starts when the pitcher throws the ball, every player must touch the ball and return it to the Pitcher to stop the clock
c. CP Field - Bunting Competition - 2 players from each team, Targets to be placed on the field. 10 pitches from a machine
d. TB Field - Base running Competition – 6 players from each team will start in the LH batters box and run a HR. The 4 fastest times will be combined to set your teams time. Lowest cumulative time wins
8:30pm – Close out opening ceremonies – Prize for the winning team of each age division

Spectator Behavior
The Tournament staff would like to remind all spectators of our Zero Tolerance Policy, which states:
Any person, or persons, who publicly criticize the umpires, tournament officials, opposing players or coaches will be asked to immediately leave the complex and will be barred from the complex for the remainder of the Tournament. 
Tournament officials will ask that all players be placed in their respective dugout and play stopped until the offender, or offenders, leave the complex. Foul language or poor sportsmanship by any spectator will not be tolerated and wiII result in the offender, or offenders, being barred from the complex for the remainder of the Tournament.  
Noisemakers (such as bells, sirens, whistles, horns, jugs with rocks in them, or any other type) are strictly prohibited. Any action taken for the obvious intent of distracting the opposing players wiII absolutely not be permitted. The umpires and tournament officials reserve the right to rule on any noise or action which they feel is an attempt to distract the opposing players.

Parking Fee
A Parking Fee of $10/day will be charged for all vehicles. This fee helps offset the costs associated with putting on this event.

Practices
If your team desires to practice on one of our fields outside of gameplay/warmups please check with the tournament host for availability. 

Games
Little League baseball (10-12yr old) – All games to be played on the Major field
9-11 Baseball – All games to be played on the Minor field
8-10 Baseball - All games to be played on Field 6

Pregame Batting Cages
Every field has assigned batting cages. They are labeled by the field and the Home/Away status. Every team will get two cages prior to their games. The cages will be assigned as follows:
1. Major Field covered cages Home/Away – LLB bracket – Top team listed in the matchup
2. Minor Field Home/Away – LLB bracket – Bottom team listed in the matchup
3. Field 5 and Field 6 Home – 9-11 bracket – Top team listed in the matchup
4. Field 5 and Field 6 Away – 9-11 bracket – Bottom team listed in the matchup
5. Field 7 cages Home/Away – 8-10 bracket – Top team listed in the matchup
6. Field 8 cages Home/Away – 8-10 bracket – Bottom team listed in the matchup

Pre game field warmups 
See the Tournament play Game timings for exact times for the game fields for on-field warmups.

The following fields not being used for game play may be used for warmups prior to game time. We will not be assigning times for each team, the expectation is the two teams can coordinate to make it work for both sides. If the tournament host has to step in we will, any decision made by the host will be final. 

Coach pitch field – 8-10yr old division – *This is a smaller field, so outfield warmup may be limited. 
Field 8 – 9-11yr old division 
Field 7 – 10-12yr old division
Tournament Play - Game Timings
First Round Games and Championship game
60min ahead of game time – Meet with tournament official and flip for Home/Away and turn in lineup cards for the official scorekeeper
Home team will occupy the 3rd base dugout
Visiting team will occupy the 1st base dugout
30 min prior – Announce Visitors to take the field for infield/outfield warmup– 6 minutes
24 min prior – Announce Home to take infield/outfield warmup – 6mins
18min prior – Announce All teams return to the dugouts
15min prior – Introduce Players and Managers from both teams - Line up at the foul line as your name is called
10min prior – Play the National Anthem
After the anthem – Players return to the dugout, Managers meet with the Umpires at home plate
Upon conclusion of plate meeting - Home team takes the field for player and pitcher warm-ups

All other games
60min ahead of game time – Meet with tournament official and flip for Home/Away and turn in lineup cards for the official scorekeeper
Home team will occupy the 3rd base dugout
Visiting team will occupy the 1st base dugout
24 min prior – Announce Visitors to take the field for infield/outfield warmup– 6 minutes
18 min prior – Announce Home to take infield/outfield warmup – 6mins
12min prior – Announce All teams return to the dugouts
10min prior – Both teams lineup on respective foul lines - Play the National Anthem
After the anthem – Players return to the dugout, Managers meet with the Umpires at home plate
Upon conclusion of plate meeting - Home team takes the field for player and pitcher warm-ups
