Player Re-entry

(starter or Sub)

Players may re-enter a game any number of 

times, at any position except pitcher (if that 

player has already pitched in the game).

Players may re-enter a game any number of 

times, at any position except pitcher. A 

player may only re-enter as a pitcher once 

per game.**

Starters may re-enter to their original spot 

in the batting order once.  Substitutes may 

not re-enter once they have left the game.

2018 ILL Rule Summary

A pitcher remaining in the game, but moving to a different position, can return as a 

pitcher anytime in the remainder of the game, but only once per game.

A team may start with 8 players but must take an out somewhere in the batting order.  A team may finish a game with 7 players.

Same.  Each pitcher has their own "count" of visits, which resumes if pitcher returns to 

mound later in the game.

Two adult base coaches may be used at all levels, provided there is an adult in the dugout.

1-20 pitches: no rest; 21-35 pitches: 1 calendar day; 36-50 pitches: 2 calendar days; 51-65 

pitches: 3 calendar days; 66+: 4 calendar days

A pitcher who delivers 41 or more pitches in a game cannnot play the position of catcher for the remainder of that DAY.

A player who has played the position of catcher in four or more innings in a game is not eligible to pitch on that calendar day (catching 

1 pitch equals 1 inning).

Allowed

Batter is out if first is occupied with less than two outs.  If first is unoccupied or there are 

two outs, batter becomes runner and defense must put him out

If pitcher pitched 20 or fewer pitches, may continue - pitch count starts at zero.  If 21-40 

pitches, may continue-pitch count picks up from previous game.  If 41 or more pitches, 

not eligible.  If another game intervenes, see Rule 4(h).

All players will bat in a continuous order.

May only pitch in one game per day

No inning will start after 10:30

If the game is tied at the end of the time limit, or the game, the last two batters from the previous inning shall start the next inning at 

second and first base and the batting team will start with one out.  No more than two innings will be played under California Rules.

Must be made before next pitch, play or attempted play.

As soon as the facts become known.

As soon as facts become known, but before either teams' next game.

* Pee-Wee and Tee-Wee game time limits are 50 minutes

** ILL uses a continuous batting order for the Minor and Intermediate Divisions.  For ILL games only, a continuous batting order is considered remaining in the game.

All players must bat. Players will sit while their team is on defense no more than two 

innings at a time.
