ZERO TOLERANCE RULE

The EHT Elite Sports Organization Program has instituted a Zero Tolerance Rule beginning with
the 2020 sports season.

This is created to encourage a positive environment for all participants, coaches, officials, and
family members.

The rule states: “Directors, coaches, players, cheerleaders, family members and spectators that
demonstrate behavior that is detrimental to any area program may be removed from that
respective program.”

Detrimental behavior is defined as “physical and/or verbal abuse towards any participant, coach,
or official at any time.” Vulgar language, physical abuse or gestures WILL NOT BE TOLERATED.
Violators of this Zero Tolerance Rule during EHT Elite Sports Organization functions will be
ejected and may be subject to game, practice, or season suspension."
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
