BTBA Ground Rules 
1) Game time is 1:45 minutes or 7 innings, whichever comes first. If the game is tied after 7 innings or when time has expired then 1 extra inning will be played. After that 1 inning is played and game is still tied then it ends in a tie, and will not be finished at a later date.
2) Teams will bat the whole line up.  By using this rule, all players are considered in the lineup and there are no available pinch runners.  Subs will play defense for 3 consecutive outs.
3) If player is not there when it’s he’s/her time to bat, then team will take “an out” in that slot. If player is not going to show up, then manager is to inform opposing team and scorekeeper so they will no longer take an out in that slot. Once player is taken out of the lineup, he/she cannot reenter the game.
4) If a player is injured during a play and has to come out to be attended to, then that last out player will take his/her place on base. If player is unable to return to game due to injury, then Manager is to inform Scorekeeper and opposing team and player is taken out of the lineup and no out is taken. If manager leaves player in lineup, then an out is taken when it comes to he’s/her at bat until player is able to return game.
5) Any games rained out will be made up on the next Tuesday or Thursday. Ex: a game is rained out on Monday the makeup will be in the same week on Thursday. If the rainout is on Friday, then the makeup date will be the Tuesday of the following week. The only exception will be the week of Good Friday when games are already scheduled on Thursday, resulting in having to move the make ups to the following week. 
6)
Ejections of players or coaches will be reviewed by BTBA Board and the PONY rule book. 
7)
All teams are allowed a maximum of 3 coaches in the dugout. 

8)
Pitching rules are defined in the PONY rule book and will go by pitch count and days of rest.
9)
Any player who is caught using illegal bat will be called out and ejected from game.  Player and Manager is suspended from the next game.

(forfeit of game could be implement) 

If team is caught twice then a forfeit will apply to team with player and manger being suspended for two games. (Reviewed by BTBA Board) 
10)
 All teams will not have more than 12 on a team and not less than 9.

11) End of season tournament the team with the best record will be home at each play-off game.  These games are played different.  Each team starts their starters (9 players) and will sub their other.  Each player must have at least 1-time to bat so Manager you will need to watch your sub to insure they get their 1 time at bat.
12) After games both teams will help rake the field and redo home plate/pitcher mound.

13) Coaches need to insure all trash is picked up in dugout area and implement to parents they need to do the same around stand area.
