e When your account info comes up under Get Ready you should
see AHSAA and the 2021-22 with a Red Dot.

e Select that and it should run you through the registration process
for 2021-22

e |f you DID NOT have an account already and this is a new account:

e Once you select sign up for free there will be an account
validation process. You will need to have access to the email
address you enter.

e Once you validate and accept the terms of service, you connect
to your state association.

e Select Official. Select Contest Official. Add Contest Official. Select
Alabama.

e Now Select AHSAA Alabama High School Athletic Association and
Join

e Select Soccer and Add Soccer.

e Find SC702 North Alabama Soccer and Add Group for Soccer.

e Once added then proceed from the “If you had and account
already above”

e Following instructions to register AND background check. You may have to
update or add your demographic information for AHSAA 2021-22 and
SC702 2021-22.

e If you are assigned a game in either system you must block that time in the
other system (yes | know, still a pain but that is why we make the big bucks)
