Welcome to another exciting season of North Hills Youth Wrestling! As we gear up for a successful year, 

we want to emphasize how essential our parent and guardian volunteers are to the smooth operation of 

the club. Your time, energy, and support directly contribute to the growth and success of our young 

athletes. 
  
To help promote family involvement, we are implementing a refundable $100 volunteer fee per family. 

This fee should be submitted in the form of a check made payable to North Hills Wrestling at the time 

of registration. Only checks will be accepted. Checks may be submitted in a few ways: mail in or drop 

off. See below for mail in or drop off locations. 
  
Please include your wrestler’s first and last name in the memo line  of the check to ensure proper 

tracking. 
This fee is refundable with adequate participation in volunteer activities throughout the season. If the 

volunteer service requirement is met, checks will be returned at the end-of-season banquet. If the 

requirement is not met, the volunteer fee will be donated to support the North Hills Wrestling 

organization. Adequate participation will be quantified as a minimum of two volunteer opportunities 

per family and the selling of a minimum of ten lottery tickets per family. 

  
This policy is not meant to be a burden, but rather to encourage active participation in the day-to-day 

operations that make our program run smoothly. From helping with match nights and tournaments and 

to assisting with concessions and setup, there are plenty of ways to get involved.

We will be using Sign Up Genius to coordinate volunteer opportunities. Links will be provided at the 

start of the season, and spots are available on a first-come, first-serve basis. If you sign up and later find 

that you are no longer available, it is your responsibility to remove yourself from the Sign Up Genius as 

soon as possible so that others have a chance to participate.
