Players will follow a code of respect, integrity and Pride
Parents are expected to help in force these values
We are committed to the development of our youth into well rounded individuals both on and off the field by offering a fun and safe environment in which to build the players skills and abilities which coincides with the overall attitude of community awareness and the desire to be a good citizen.  
· Understand that being allowed to play baseball or softball in ngll is a privilege, and that players are expected to follow this code at all times
· Players will show respect to coaches, umpires, staff, spectators, and other players. This includes arriving on time for practices, meetings, and games 
· Offer encouragement and assistance to fellow teammates 
· Players will strive to be present and attentive at both practices and games 
· Players agree to be honest and take responsibility for their actions 
· No swearing, throwing equipment, no bullying/threatening, no inappropriate comments or topics of conversation, no physical contact/abuse or any other action the coach or staff would view as unacceptable representation of ngll. 
· Display good sportsmanship and team play at all times 
· Take care of personal or league equipment, do not share equipment. 

Disciplinary policy for players 
The ngll board of directors will review all reported incidents of behavior while representing the league.  Actions taken can range from verbal or written warning, suspension from a game/practice or Suspension for the Season. 
Umpires/league officials have the authority and discretion to penalize the offender according to the infraction, up to and including expulsion from a game to an entire season. 
Any threat made by a player, parent or any other person will not be tolerated.
